KNP Search Types 
 

In addiƟon to being aligned to a numeracy strand and level, each acƟvity is aligned to up 
to 3 content standards and one over-arching fluency standard. Choose from any of the fol‐
lowing search opƟons: 
Standards—Choose the Domain, then Standard, to filter for a list of acƟviƟes that directly 
support that standard. 
Fluency Standard—Choose the Fluency Standard for a comprehensive list of acƟviƟes 
that work together to support that fluency standard benchmark. 
Strand/Level—Choose a numeracy strand for a list of all acƟviƟes in that Strand. Choose 
a level to further narrow the search. See the Numeracy Targets Chart for more infor-
maƟon about the numeracy progressions. 
Task Group—Choose from a list of all of the Task Groups. This is a great opƟon if you 
know the Task Group name or number of an acƟvity or you wish to find addiƟonal acƟvi-
Ɵes within a task group. 
Grade Level—IniƟally filters all acƟviƟes that are aligned to any standard of the chosen 
grade level. Filter the search further by choosing a specific standard from that grade level. 
Materials—Type in a key word to search for acƟviƟes that use a parƟcular manipulaƟve 
or material. 

Numeracy Strand 
The prefix indicates the numeracy strand: 
Number Words and Numerals 
 [Nf] – Number words forward 
 [Nb] – Number words backward 
 [Ni] – Numeral ID 
[A] AddiƟon and SubtracƟon 
[S] Structuring within 5, 10 or 20 
[M]  MulƟplicaƟon and Division 
[T] Base Ten ArithmeƟcal Strategies  
[F] FracƟons

Decoding the KNP ID # 
 

Kentucky Numeracy Project instrucƟonal acƟviƟes are organized into Task Groups, a set of 
4-7 related acƟviƟes aligned to a numeracy progression. See the KNP Numeracy Targets 
Chart for more informaƟon about the Numeracy Progressions. Each acƟvity has unique ID 
number determined by its numeracy strand, task group ID, and level. 

Level: The suffix indicates the level of the ac-
Ɵvity within the task group. AcƟviƟes increase 
in complexity as the suffix increases. All acƟvi-

Ɵes in the same strand with the same suffix 
are comparable in complexity.
